Murder Mystery Assignment: Paper 2 (replaces 5 journals)
The Victim, Dr. Mary Adams, was found murdered on Sunday. Her colleagues, Leah Hampton and Catherine Carter, found the body about 9 AM Monday in front of the bell tower. The coroner fixed the time of death somewhere between 11:00 and 12:00 Sunday night. 

Means: The coroner determined that the victim died of a blow to the head. He suspects that a videocassette found near the victim entitled, “Three Men in a Boat, To Say Nothing of the Dog” was one murder weapon. (It was wiped clean of fingerprints).  However, a medieval cleaver with blood on it was also lying near the victim (Blood type is not the victim’s). Since the victim was holding a ray-gun which had not been fired, she was probably suspicious of her assailant.

Your task: You must find the perpetrator by figuring out which has all of the three key elements of the crime(Means, Motive, and Opportunity. From there you must narrow it down. Begin with the people who found the body, and find out everything you can about their motives and their relationship to the victim. (Note: it might be best to team up and divide up the interviews). 
When you think you have solved the case, write an essay (about 3 pages) explaining who you believe committed the murder and why. Make sure you explain why you ruled out the other suspects. You will be graded on originality and your use of the evidence as well as on grammar and mechanics.
