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1. Discuss one thing you liked or disliked about this work. 

2. Describe an insight about it--historical, meaning, context, purpose, whatever--that you got from Internet. (Note: for journals, you can use  the links provided, or you can find your own links). 

3. Describe the organization of this piece. (By describe, I don't mean just name it--explain how it begins and ends, how the chronology works, whether it is in the form of narrative of dialog, whether there are flashbacks, refrains, repetitions, or any other structuring principle you think the author is using deliberately).  Try to explain why these choices were used. 

4. Find something in this to compare to an element of your own experience (whether in a movie, another class, another kind of art, an incident in your own life, a bad dream). Explain the connection.
