Write an essay using works from Restoration and 18th century works as well as ancient and medieval works. Be as specific as possible, quoting from the works to illustrate your points. Your essay will be graded on detail, thoughtfulness, and grammar/ mechanics. Choose either A or B. 

A. Literacy once lay in the hands of a chosen few, and with literacy came power. Choose works from ancient/ medieval and Restoration/ 18th century and discuss how conditions of literacy, importance of vernacular (native language), and availability of books affected their composition and their theme.
