Get two readers to review your work. When they are done and you have incorporated their suggestions, print out two clean copies and give your article to two more classmates for copyediting. 

Content: 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Does the profile have a read that directly involves the reader (picture this, double take, question, warning, ring the bell, dramatic moment, anecdote? Does the lead ask a question that is answered by the fourth paragraph (nut graf)? Suggest an alternate lead. 
·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Does the profile use dialog, and does it incorporate that dialog into the story, rather than just copying down questions and answers? Is it formatted correctly so that long dialog is broken up and there is a new paragraph with each change of speaker? (See http://www.qcc.mass.edu/booth/101/dialog.html.)
·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Does the profile have a humanizing focus or “slant”? (For more on slant and hook, see http://freelancewriting.suite101.com/article.cfm/glossary_for_writers_writing_a_article. )
·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Does the profile include description, vivid detail, background noise, etc so that the reader feels they are not just reading an interview but attending an event? 
·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Does the writer refrain from using “hedges” such as “I feel,” “I hope,” and “perhaps”?
·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Does the profile have a title and use some kind of manuscript form?  (You can use MLA, or a byline, or this example for magazine article submission: http://www.pro-edits.com/manuscript.html.) 
·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 If the document is more than a page long, does it have a 2nd page header? Check the contact information, the headline, and the bottom of the pages. 


Style: 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for examples of expletives (“there is,” “it is,” etc.). Find ways to rewrite them so the verb does the work. 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for nominalized constructions (verbs turned into nouns, such as “expectation,” “announcement,” and “ownership.” Note that these endings frequently signal nominalization.) Suggest ways to “resurrect” the verb. 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for passive voice constructions: ). Suggest ways to make verbs active. For more, check out http://www.unc.edu/depts/wcweb/handouts/passivevoice.html 
·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for ways to trim extra words so that sentences are economical. 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for consistency in punctuation. For example, if any bulleted items end with periods, they all should end with periods. 

Grammar and Mechanics

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Check for spelling. Check the spelling of author names and book titles against those in the handout. Make sure you have genders of authors correct and that you refer to them by last name. Look for words that might have escaped the spell check, like “their/there” or “too/to/two.” Read slowly; then read backwards slowly. 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for problems with sentence structure, especially fragments and fused sentences. 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for problems with parallelism, which occur when coordinate elements (elements in a comma series, bulleted list, or other series of two or more items) are structured differently. 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Check the format for numbers, currency, times, percentages, etc. against the handbook in the back of the book. 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for problems with subject verb agreement by identifying each subject and each verb in each sentence. 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for pronoun/ antecedent agreement problems (especially those caused by using “that” instead of “who”). 

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for problems with the possessive form (these happen when the writer leaves out the apostrophe or mixes up the singular and plural possessive forms.)
·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for unclear modification, especially in “left-branching” phrases (for example, in the sentence “Having forgotten her umbrella, her clothes were ruined,” the left-branching phrase “having forgotten her umbrella” should modify “Susan”; instead, it looks like the clothes forgot the umbrella.

·  FORMCHECKBOX 
 Look for anything else you might find.
