II. Essay (40%). Pick either A or B (your choice). One hour. 
A. The three gospels we have read, Matthew, Mark, and John, see their audiences as the “heirs“ of Judaism. Mark’s gospel is written to a non-Jewish Christian audience, on the eve of the destruction of the Jerusalem temple. Matthew’s gospel was written to Jews and Jewish Christians, arguing that Jesus really is the Jewish messiah or king. John’s gospel is written to an audience of Jewish Christians sometime after mainstream Judaism dismissed Christians as heretics and expelled them from their synagogues. The first prepares its audience for martyrdom, the last for a mystical union with Jesus. But both expect the end to come soon.

Discuss one of these three gospels as a continuation of the Tanak or Hebrew bible. How does it relate itself and its audience to the Torah and the prophets? How is its protagonist (hero) a product of Jewish culture and history? How does it place issues of historic importance to Jews in the context of the Roman Empire?

Be specific, using examples from the gospel as well as quotes and references to the Hebrew bible. Confine yourself mainly to the works we have read in this class. Try not to discuss the gospel and the Hebrew bible in terms of any religious doctrine. 


B. According to scholars like Harris, all the texts of the bible have undergone a complex history. Write an essay explaining how such factors as dating, composition, transmission (repeating, copying, and handing down), redaction (editing), and canonization could complicate our understanding of one text written between 250 BCE and 0 CE and one text written in the first century CE. (Use textbook’s dating).
