About Us
ARF (Jackson Ccounty Humane Society) is is a small group of volunteers who rescue animals from the shelter, the r oads, and the community and keep them in their own homes.  ARF also pays for vaccinations for shelter pets to prevent common but extremely fatal diseases. 

ARF sponsors an adoption show Every Week On Saturday afternoon from 12-4 PM  at our new location at 50 Railroad Street, nextto Lifeway Church in downtown Sylva. In 2007 we placed 342 dogs and cats.   We also transported 98 dogs and puppies to New England shelters that welcome our region’s unwanted pets. 

The cost of adotping a pet is usually $6000-70000. This price includes the first series of puppy or kitten shots, worming testing, and spaying or neutering. Although  seldom covers the cost of fostering an animal, especially one found sick or injured, ARF is committed to providing its services at minimum cost
ARF depends on donations-both cash and in kind goods and services. Donors can even sponsor a pa-rticular pet or help subsidize that pets spay / neuter for low-income individuals. 

   Spay Neuter Clinic
In conjunction with the Asheville Humane Alliance, ARF offers low cost spay/neuter assistance. In 2007, ARF helped sterilize six-hundred-eighteen pets. We can help you help your pets live longer, happier lives . Costs vary , but generally run around $45 for spay / neuter plus $6 per vaccine . ARF also has a few discount coupons for those who can’t afford the full cost. Our monthly spay days are always on Mondays, and we always need volunteers to help.  We can now safely spay/neuter any animal over 2 lbs and TWO MONTHS of age. 


Why Spay and Neuter?
Every year in the United States, an estimated 5 million animals die in shelters because they’re homeless. That’s one pet life lost every 6.5 seconds. 

The pet overpopulation epidemic is so staggering that for every animal born in the United States to have a home, each family of four…two parents and two small children. . . .would have to own 24 dogs and 36 cats. And two dogs can produce almost 60,000 offspring in six years!

How can I help?
Donate.  (use credit cards at our website).

Educate. Tell friends that even one litter of puppies or kittens means at least that many others will be euthanized or abandoned. Encourage others to adopt homeless animals, and let them know the hidden costs of ‘free’ animals. Alert authorities about animal cruelty (it’s often linked to other kinds of abuse). Spread the word about puppy mills and irresponsible breeding practices. Support laws to stop the proliferation of unhealthy, unwanted animals.
